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   Shortly before 8:00 PM on 27 May 2008, the Northwest Lancaster County 
Regional Police responded to a vehicle accident with injuries in the 900 block of Hershey 
Road. The Northwest Regional Police were assisted by the Northwest Regional Crash 
Team during the investigation. A 1998 Mazda driven by Sean P. Gann of Harrisburg was 
traveling North on Route 743, Hershey Road, when it left the roadway and struck a utility 
pole at 938 Hershey Road. The impact of the vehicle sheared off the utility pole.  
 
   A passing medical doctor and nurse stopped at the crash scene to aid a 7 year old 
passenger in the vehicle. The youth had suffered internal injuries during the crash and 
was transported to the Hershey Medical Center for treatment and admitted.   
 
   The Northwest Regional Police are continuing there investigation to determine the 
cause of the vehicle leaving the roadway. The driver of the vehicle, Sean P. Gann, is 
being prosecuted for driving without a valid driver’s license.
